problem for people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.

Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall likely over Tamil Nadu, Kerala, South Interior Karnataka Coastal
Andhra Pradesh and Rayalaseema:

» In Tamil Nadu, drain out excess water from rice, sugarcane, cotton, turmeric, vegetables, and other
standing crop fields, as well as coconut and banana orchards. Undertake propping in sugarcane. Provide
mechanical support to banana plants to prevent lodging.

» Undertake picking of matured cotton bolls and harvesting of matured rice, maize, groundnut, finger millet,
pigeon pea, arecanut, fruits and vegetables immediately in South Interior Karnataka.

» Postpone harvesting of rice in South Coastal Andhra Pradesh and Rayalaseema.

Keep the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields.

Provide adequate drainage facilities for removal of excess water from standing crop fields and fruit

orchards in Andhra Pradesh, Kerala and South Interior Karnataka.

» Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking to vegetables.
